The Speech-Language Pathologist provides effective and efficient 
service to the pre-school and adult population referred to the Parkland Regional Therapy Services 
within available resources.  Speech-Language services will be provided in hospitals, personal care 
homes, health centers, daycares, nursery schools, and the community as required. 
 
As a member of a multidisciplinary team, the Speech-Language Pathologist is involved primarily in 
assessment, intervention, program planning and implementation, education, discharge planning and 
follow-up of referred individuals.  In addition the Speech-Language Pathologist is responsible for the 
education of other health care disciplines, auxiliary staff and the general public with regard to 
communication disorders and the prevention/early detection of communication disorders.
